The Labrador Club Inc is one of the largest breed Clubs within New
Zealand with a consistent annual membership of 250-300 members. We try to
offer our members a varied programme and we also issue our Club Bulletin
four times annually. The Bulletin contains articles both helpful and informative
about the breed.

We usually hold at least 4 Ribbon Parades a year. These give members a
chance to socialise their Labradors in a relaxed, informal atmosphere. Open
and Championship Shows are held each year, with entries around 50 for an
Open Show where dogs compete for prizes, and around 100-120 at the
Championship Show where each sex is awarded a Challenge Certificate for
best of sex. Eight Challenge Certificates are necessary for a dog to become a
Champion.

Families are encouraged to participate and we run handler classes for 12 years
and under (Child) as well as Over 12 years (Junior) children to compete with
their Labradors. Our youngest members are often just toddlers.

These are our main events, but we also have lectures from all sorts of
interesting people, training in field trialling, and basic obedience. And of
course, there are always the fun activities, like organised forest walks and
outings for Labradors and owners to enjoy. All of these, you will hear about
when you receive the Club Bulletin quarterly.
